· Scholarship Tracking Forms – Mrs. Jones reviewed the scholarship point system. She then introduced and explained the new scholarship tracking form. She informed the members that a form had been filled out for each senior, junior and sophomore player and that they would be emailed to each family this week. Families were asked to review their son’s sheet and respond back to Mrs. Jones stating that they accepted the information as accurate or that they requested a change. In the future a scholarship tracking form will be filled out by the Booster Club Secretary and VP at the end of each year and will be emailed to each player’s family for approval. (See attached form)
· Revision to the scholarship program – Mrs. Jones proposed the following modifications to the scholarship point system that if approved will take effect this school year (2009-2010): 
1) 9 points will be awarded each year for supporting the bowl-a-thon by purchasing tickets and 14 points will be awarded by securing a lane sponsor.
2) 2.5 points will be awarded each year to each player for being an active participant in the program.
